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The landfill was
decommissioned and
capped 40 years ago
and has remained
undisturbed since

then.

The school underwent 2
years of comprehensive

environmental testing and
approvals. It is fully

permitted to construct this
entire facility on this

property by the State Office
of School Facilities, the SC

Department of
Environmental Resources,
and Lancaster County.
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In 1985, a small private
demolition and

construction landfill was
opened. It is located on

the southern portion of the
26-acre site, near the

entrance to the property,
but far away from the
school building itself.

The school is located
on the northernmost
portion of the site,
where residential

homes have stood for
the last 40+ years.
